e SGBshould inform clubs to consistently use the same club name follow a naming convention
appropriate as for other areas in for their sport. This is to eliminate the risk of clubs securing
club names which is not on their governing documents and also to cater for multi sports clubs
and clubs where section /teams operate autonomously form an umbrella organisation e.g.

o Anytown Multi Sports Club — Junior Bowling Section

e Use club allocated email where possible as opposed to a personal email.
e Complete all the self-assessment questions before progress to the action plan.
e Don’t enter sensitive or personal identifiable information.

e Encourage clubs to have more than one person working on the Tool and taking forward
actions.
